










INFORMATION
All divisions to be judged on performance, manners, way of going and soundness, unless otherwise stated. The rated sections of this
competition are official USE Point Competitions for the USE National and Zone Horse of the Year Awards Programs.

All over fences classes to be shown over approximately eight fences at required height. The under saddle classes are to be shown at
a walk, trot and canter. Martingales not permitted. Green and not-rated classes will not be asked to hand gallop. The model classes
to be shown on the line at a walk and trot. To be judged on conformation, way of moving and soundness.

Champion and Reserve Champion to be awarded to two of the four horses scoring the most points over fences. In addition, only these
horses will receive full points for ribbons won under saddle.

Courses will include brush, walls, in and outs, gates, aikens, panels, roll tops and post and rails. Ring 1 - 300' x 150'.  Ring 2 - 200'
by 125'.  Ring 3 - 140 x 300 .  All rings have all weather footing of sand and gravel dust.  If needed, a dotted line restricting the size
of the courtesy circle may be used. 

Prize money will either be deducted from show bill or mailed within 30 days. Eight ribbons will be presented in each class. Class Prize
Money will be distributed as follows according to USEF rule # HU112.3 - 30%, 22%, 15%, 10%, 8% ,5%, 5%, 5%.

All ponies and junior hunters must have USEF measurement cards. Measurements will take place on Friday at 12:00 p.m.
USE Amateur cards are necessary for all amateurs. All horses must have a negative Coggins made within one year.

The show reserves the right to limit entries in any class or division, to cancel any divisions, to change course, change rings,
reschedule classes, add a dotted line, or change judges. The show reserves the right to decline any entry and return any entry fees
before or during the show, without being held liable for compensation and to change location, add or limit any classes or officials.

The James River Hunt Horse Show, its employees, committee members, officials or Rose Mount Farm and/or its owners will not
be held responsible for any accident or injury occurring to any rider, groom, attendant, spectator, animal or equipment at the show.

In accordance with the Federal Waste Tracking Act, which restricts the disposal of medical waste, bio-hazardous medical waste
containers will be provided in the stable area. All exhibitors and their agents are responsible for the proper disposal of this waste.

All exhibitors must wear protective headgear at all times while mounted that pass USEF testing standards. Harnesses must be
secured.

Permanent stalls with doors will be available on a first come first serve basis. Stalls will be $185 for the entire show or $125 for a
one night stall.  A ship in fee of $35 will be charged to horses without a stall.

Pre-entries close May 1st.   A $35 late charge will be applied to each entry received after this date. 
There will be a $50 charge for any returned checks.  
Scratches must be in writing and accompanied by a vet certificate.  There will be a $35 scratch fee. 

Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current USEF, MHSA, NCHJA & VHSA Rule
Books will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith. USEF rules take precedence.

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing
Competitions  at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining
and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent,
coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions, and Combined
Driving Competitions upon payment of a $30.00 Show Pass. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the
Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline: 2) exhibitions: 3) games and races: 4) classes for 4-H members: 5) walk-trot and academy
classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program) 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de
deux and quadrille classes.  7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) citizens of other nations who
have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice
division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.

All horses competing in Federation non-breed restricted licensed competitions with hunter, hunter breeding, jumper and hunter seat
equitation classes (except those activities enumerated in GR901.1, items 1-9) must be properly identified and must obtain a
Registration Number from USHJA.

In accordance with GR1210.14 a Zone Fee of $7.00 for the USHJA will be charged to each horse. 

MOTORIZED VEHICLES - GR1301.7 - Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized
vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to,
golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the competition grounds of recognized competitions. Minors who have a
valid temporary license may operate the above described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid
driver’s license.  The parent(s), legal guardian(s), or individual who signs the entry blank as parent or guardian of a minor operating a
motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely responsible for any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting from that
operation. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainers(s) who are responsible for
the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition
and charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Rule 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance
devised for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule. 

By entering a Federation licensed Competition and signing this entry blank as the Owner, Lessee, Trainer, Manager, Agent, Coach,
Driver, Rider, or Handler and on behalf of myself and my principals, representatives, employees and agents, I agree that I am subject to
the Constitution and Rules of USEF and the local rules of the Competition. I agree to be bound by the Constitution and Rules of the
Federation and of the Competition. I will accept as final the decision of the Hearing Committee on any question arising under the
Rules, and agree to release and hold harmless the Competition, the Federation, their officials, directors and employees for any action
taken under the Rules. I represent that I am eligible to enter and/or participate under the Rules, and every horse I am entering is eligible
as entered. I also agree that as a condition of and in consideration of acceptance of entry, the Federation and/or the Competition may
use or assign photographs, videos, audios, cablecasts, broadcasts, internet, film, news media, or other likenesses of me and my horse
taken during the course of the Competition for the promotion, coverage or benefit of the Competition, sport, or the Federation. Those
likenesses shall not be used to advertise a product and they may not be used in such a way as to jeopardize amateur status. I hereby
expressly and irrevocably waive and release any rights in connection with such use, including any claim to compensation, invasion of
privacy, right of publicity, or to misappropriation. The construction and application of Federation Rules are governed by the laws of the
State of New York, and any action instituted against the Federation must be filed in New York State. See GR 908.4.
